Summary Minutes

August 19, 2010
The North Oldham Middle School SBDM Council met in regular session at North Oldham Middle School in Goshen, Kentucky on July 26, 2010 with the following members present:  Robb Smith-Chairman, Angela Newcomb, David Fiorini, Kyle Ray, Leah Simpson and Jean Lewis.   

1. The meeting was called to order at 4:05pm.

2. Approval of the Agenda- The agenda was approved as written.
3. Approval of Minutes from July 26, 2010-The minutes were approved as submitted.
 

4. Public Expression-none

5. SACS Accreditation- Mr. Smith reported on October 28th and 29th the SACS Accreditation team, lead by a Jefferson County principal, will visit NOMS. A few things they’ll be booking at are instruction, assessment, and curriculum.  He also reported that preparation for the visit is much like preparing for the “Schools To Watch”.  A committee of teachers is currently working on the application.  
6. Action Items-

a. First reading of Policy Review- Council members went through each policy and made the following revisions:
i. Policy 1002- under (b) schedule- change August to July. 

ii. Policy 1005 pg 2- changed heading to reflect Middle school. Also under (c) Learning Delivery Results- #2 now reads; Ensuring support programs are in place, such as RTI, GATES, ELL, ECS, and ESS.

iii. Policy 1008- under (a) Membership- it now reads; The membership of the North Oldham Middle School Council shall consist of the Principal, two parent representatives, and three teacher representatives. 

iv. Policy 2003- changed the heading to read- NOMS Library Media Center materials selection.

v. Policy 4002- under (b) Committee- changed Learning/Delivery/Results standing committee to Lead Teacher. 

Policy 4003- under Eligibility/Requirements; now reads; Students are identified/recommended for eligibility by achievement scores, classroom teachers or parents and are strongly encouraged to attend ESS sessions. Successful completion of exit standards in all academic subjects is required for awarded credit.   Part 2- under Summer school (b) Description- changed five day, seven hour session to read 10 days, four hour sessions. 

vi. Policy 5001- under (b) Acting Principal- in the first sentence, removed the second spelling of “principal”.   It should not be there.  
vii. Policy 5002- under(c) interview-first paragraph, third sentence shall read; An ad hoc committee shall be formed by the principal to interview candidates and make recommendations. 
viii. Policy 7001- under (a) Health/Physical Fitness- now reads; All students at NOMS shall have the option to be enrolled in a health/PE class at each grade level unless extenuating circumstances exist (severe academic deficits).          Under (d) Curriculum- changed PLVS to PLCS
ix. Policy 9001- under Eligibility no#1- changed Target or any other advisor/advisee program to Mustang 11 and Studio.

x. Policy 9002- under (a) Course Selection- changed Student Service Specialist to Grade Level Counselors.
xi. Policy 9003-under (a) Definition- first paragraph, first sentence shall read; All students are assigned to an educational program by the principal and Grade Level Counselors.     Under (b) Programs- changed Student Service Specialists to Grade Level Counselors.  And under (d) Exceptions- changed NOMS Student Service Specialists to Grade Level Counselors. 
xii. Policy 9004- under (c) Self Expectations and (f) Appeals- changed Student Services Specialists to Grade Level Counselors. 
7. Principal report-

a. Enrollment- Enrollment numbers at the current time are as follows: 6th grade-292, 7th grade- 247, and 8th grade-316 for a total of 855. This is our largest group thus far. 
b. 2010-11 testing windows-The following are the proposed dates for the upcoming school year. 
IOWA testing (6th & 7th grades only)- May 2nd- 6th
 EXPLORE testing- (8th grade only)- September 13th -24th Specific testing dates to be determined. 
Cognitive Abilities Test (CogAT)- testing window September 13th-24th (6th grade only). Specific testing dates to be determined.

CATS Spring Assessment- testing window April 18th- April 29th (All grade levels). 

c. First Week Reflection- Mr. Smith spoke of what a smooth first week we had here at NOMS. He said “Students seemed eager to return to school to learn”.  Teachers reported the same findings.
