1. The meeting was called to order at 4:05pm.

2. Approval of the Agenda- The agenda was approved with the following correction;

3. Approval of Minutes from October 13, 2009-The minutes were approved as submitted.
4. Discussion Item

a. Three year test analysis- Ms. Jenna McKinney presented the Council with a three year test analysis compiled from the KCCT Assessment Results of students in the classes of 2012 thru 2014. She reported the following information. 
Overall strengths were:  
· Social Studies has 87% of students performing as proficient or distinguished. 
· Science also has 87% of students performing as proficient or distinguished
· Math is very consistent and has improved school-wide over the past three year, even though 2008 scores were higher than 2009 

Growth Areas:

· Portfolio has flat-lined the past two years. Scores were very similar. 
· On-Demand distinguished scores have decreased by 6% since 2007.
· Reading school-wide was lower this year.

· Special Education showed a decrease in reading and math from 2008 to 2009.  
b. Council meeting dates-Mr. Smith proposed the moving of Council meeting days from the third Tuesday of every month to the third Monday of every month due to the change in his own school schedule. Council agreed to the change. They will begin the new schedule in January. New dates will be available at a later time. 
c. Parent Forums-Starting in December, Mr. Smith will once again begin his Open House forums for parents. Although Mr. Smith will have an agenda in mind, the forums are always open to any discussion.  These will be held here at the school.
d. Grade report survey-With the recent distribution of the first academic/progress reports being sent home, Mr. Smith has put together a grade report survey that will be emailed (put on our website) to parents requesting feedback on the new grade report.
