5. Action Item
a.  Open Meeting Law-Yearly, Council members are given a packet of information containing, Managing Government Records and The Kentucky Open Records and Open Meeting Acts. This information helps them to understand the by-laws, procedures, and who has access to them. The Council signed a document stating that they have received the written information. 
6. Principal Report
a. OCLI (Oldham County Learning Institute) - We just had our last group attend on Sept 21-23rd. With the exception of Music, everyone has now been through the program. Mr. Fiorini spoke of how he personally liked the collaboration labs saying it gave him the opportunity to step back and watch how other teachers taught the content area. Mr. Smith also stated there seems to be a focus on thinking strategies with reading and writing across the content areas.  
b. KCCT results- Mr. Smith first spoke about  The No Child Left Behind  report - each year schools are given goals  to meet and North Oldham Middle  met 8 out of 10. The areas not meet were special education reading and math.  Mr. Smith reported that the number of proficient special education students was not met.  Next, on the performance report, Mr. Smith reported that 80% of our students are scoring at a proficient level. Concerns of his were the downward turn of distinguished readers. 

c. AdvancED visit- With our application submitted and visit granted, a team of teachers lead by Associate Principal Carrie Pitsenberger are gathering evidence in preparation for our visit on October 28th and 29th. The accreditation team of seven will meet with students, parents, staff, and Council members. Mr. Smith feels that we will be well prepared for the visit.
