b.Committee       
An ad hoc Instructional Materials Committee which shall include the media specialist shall be formed to develop a plan for the acquisition of textbooks and/or instructional materials utilizing the allocation provided to the school from the state of Kentucky and the 

                   


district.  

The committee shall make recommendations and report to the Council.  The recommendations shall be developed with a focus on the overall needs of the instructional program.  The committee shall also submit the written plan for the utilization of the textbook allocation to the Council for approval.

                 

The committee shall be responsible for:

1. Surveying the teachers to determine their instructional material needs and                      preferences.

2. Studying text book/instructional                         material samples and identifying and                        selecting a list of textbooks and/or                        instructional materials to be used in the                   instructional program.

3. Developing a written plan, based on the                  appropriations made available to the school                 for texts and/or instructional materials that                specifies the utilization of the funds over the six-year adoption cycle.

c. Budget   
The appropriations for textbooks and/or instructional materials will be set by the   Board of Education.  The budget developed by the committee shall only exceed the appropriations with committee approval.  The Council shall approve the budget and the selection of materials.

d. Procurement
